Memorandum of Understanding
between the World Bank Country Office
in Ukraine and the International
Renaissance Foundation

Kyiv January 22, 2013
This Memorandum of Understanding has been
signed between the World Bank Country Office
in Ukraine (hereinafter referred to as “WB CO?)
and the International Renaissance Foundation,
(hereinafier referred to as ‘IRF’), hereinafter
both referred to as the ‘Parties’. The Parties
expressed interest to carry out joint activities
aimed at support to monitoring of the range of
municipal services by civil society
organizations.

Background:

Whereas the World Bank program in Ukraine
aim at supporting the Government in
implementing economic reforms and
improvement of the welfare of Ukrainians, the
WB CO also considers important to support
civil society activities aimed to strengthen
accountability and improve dialogue between
local government officials and citizens. All of
these activities relate to Pillar One of the World
Bank Country Partnership Strategy for Ukraine
for 2012-2016: Improving Public Services and
Public Finances, and would also contribute
towards achievement of two of the three basic
principles of the CPS: (i) Integrated Approach
to Governance: Stronger link between
diagnostics, policy advice, investments, and
demand-side governance; and (ii} Deepened
Engagement With Civil Society: Greater link
with core Bank Operations, by involving CSOs
in the design and monitoring of policies and
investments supported by the Bank.

The IRF is a Ukrainian national foundation and
a part of the Open Society Foundations network.
Whereas the IRF’s mission is to provide
financial, expert and organizational support to
the development of a just, democratic, open
society in Ukraine through supporting civil
society initiatives, the IRF aims at establishing a
substantive dialogue between civil society and
the government in the areas of reforms that may
contribute to strengthening the civil society. The
IRF supports initiatives that provide for an
inclusive policy dialogue, stakeholder
participation in decision-making and policy
implementation, and civic monitoring of policy
implementation and delivery of public services
at all levels. The IRF also supports community
self-organization and empowerment through
practical democratization grassroots initiatives.
All activities of IRF according to its strategy are
aimed at making the government more
transparent, accountable for its decisions and
their relevance for the needs of the society.

Objectives:

Hereby, the Parties acknowledge that they wish
to cooperate in supporting of monitoring the
range of municipal services by civil society
organizations. Such activities should be directed
at implementation of the community control
over the delivery of municipal services.
Consequently, the activities of the Parties
should contribute to enhancing capacity of
CSO0s, including condominiums and self-
organization bodies of population, in the fields
of monitoring and evaluation of municipal
service delivery.

Roles and commitments of the parties:

1. By the end of March of 2013 WB CO
together with the World Bank Institute will
organize a series of trainings for CSOs
(including representatives of condominiums and
self-organization bodies) in the regions of

Ukraine on civil society monitoring of the
municipal service delivery. The WB CO will
identify, hire international and focal trainers,
develop agenda in consuitations with the IRF
and cover the Jogistics costs for the trainings in
the regions of Ukraine, including domestic
travel costs of trainers.

2. In June 2013, the IRF will finance on a
competitive basis 7-8 initiatives aiming at
monitoring the delivery of municipal services of
those CSOs which will be willing to apply
knowledge received during the trainings and
launch monitoring of the service delivery in
selected municipalities. The successful
initiatives (grantees) will be selected in
consuitation with WB counterparts and a
selection committee constituted for such

purpose.

3. Notwithstanding paragraph | above, the WB
CO will consult with the IRF representative on
the selection of regions and cities for the
trainings, list of training participants and
training agenda.

Management and Coordination:

The Parties have selected focal points for the
coordination of the joint work: Mr. Dmytro
Derkach, on behalf of the WB CO and Mr.
Oleksiy Orlovsky, on behaif of the IRF.

Modifications and Amendments:

1. All changes and amendments to this
Memorandum are integral parts of this
Memorandum, when done in writing and signed
by the authorised representatives of the Parties.

2. Neither Party has the right to assign its
obligations and rights under the present
Memorandum of Understanding to any third
Party without written consent of the other Party,

3. Nothing in this MOU shall be construed to
limit or waive in any way the privileges and
immunities of the World Bank, which are
