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INTRODUCTION

INTRODUCTION

This year Ukraine celebrates 20 years of independence.
This date is often regarded as a threshold that Ukraine as a nation
has crossed. At the same time it also raises questions about

the country’s future — how Ukraine will develop in another 10 years.

The policy paper “Ukraine’s Futures” is an attempt to summarize the existing
research in the area of prognosis and forecast regarding the future of Ukraine in an
unbiased and balanced way. We do not aspire to forecast the single most plausible
future or to provide ready-made policy options and recipes. Our premise is that
the future is plural, complex and constantly accelerating — and that both Ukrainian
policy choices and future external developments will still have a ‘say’ in the country’s
future. But we do hope that by presenting an overview of various views on the future,
we can provide Ukrainian decision-makers, experts, and the public at large with some
insight into the future challenges and thus trigger a broader discussion on how to
address them. As we believe deeply, this analysis will also stipulate the improvement
of the quality of the decisions made by the Ukrainian authorities.

The Hague Centre for Strategic Studies (the Netherlands) has significant
expertise in the production of policy papers-foresights. We’d like to underline
“foresights”, but not “prognoses”. Using the specially developed algorithms, The
Hague Centre for Strategic Studies carries out detailed analysis on different issues.
These policy papers may appear boring to those who are looking for scoops like
“when is the world going to end?”. However, such analytical reports will be useful for
those who make the decisions and, consequently, define the future.

The Institute of World Policy (Ukraine) became one of the leading regional
partners of The Hague Centre for Strategic Studies (the Netherlands), getting
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an opportunity to learn from the experiences of a competent Western European
research organization. The researchers of our Institute contributed to the realization
of extensive studies on the hottest issues in the sphere of international security.
Namely, our researches took part in the development of global analyses “The Future
Nature of Conflict”, “Cybersecurity”, “Demographic Shifts”, “The Rise of Asia” and
some others.

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INTRODUCTION

A WORD ON METHODOLOGY

The paper “Ukraine’s Futures” was prepared jointly by the Institute of World
Policy (Kyiv, Ukraine) and the The Hague Center for Strategic Studies (The Hague,
the Netherlands) in the framework of the project “Enhancing Ukraine’s Foresight
Capacity”, supported by the International Renaissance Foundation.

The paper applies a unique methodology we call ‘Metafore’, which attempts to
present a dispassionate overview of the bandwidth of views about the future of any
given topic — in this case the Future of Ukraine!. To do this, we collected a wide range
of ‘serious’ studies coming from Ukrainian and non-Ukrainian academia, research
institutes, think tanks and expert opinions?. We then identified the most important
aspects of the future of Ukraine that are described in these studies and coded those
for every single study. The results then present an overview of the range of views.

This project found a grand total of 68 studies dealing with the future of
Ukraine. The detailed foresights composition is presented in the Figure 1 below.
An interesting observation is related to the Russian-language foresights that were
selected for the study. Only 3 out of total 17 Russian-language selected foresights
were issued by the Russian authors, the rest 14 belong to Ukrainian authors, and
were written in Russian.

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A first striking observation here is that
the overall number of studies dealing with the
future of Ukraine remains relatively small. It
may also be surprising that there are more
English-language studies than either Russian
or even Ukrainian ones. Thirdly, the figure
below clearly demonstrates that the future of
Ukraine has elicited more interest in recent
years. Most studies were issued in 2010, which
is most probably explained by the approaching
20th anniversary of independence. It is also
interesting that there was a gap in foresight
studies in 2004, followed by a new peak in
2006. The only study selected from the earlier
years was “Road Maps to the Future” by
Bohdan Hawrylyshyn (1980).

The topical composition of the foresights
found is illustrated in Figure 3 below. In the
process of foresights search and selection

the topic in key words was entered by researchers for every individual foresight.
The figure below demonstrates the key topics of English and Ukrainian/Russian
domain foresights*. The Figure clearly demonstrates prevalence of economically-
focused foresights among the selected sources (key words: development, economy,
GDP, index). Topics of Ukraine’s energy future and various security challenges
also received a special attention in domestic and foreign foresight literature (key
words: resources, security, nuclear, threat, defense). At the same time political and
social developments receive the least attention in future-related studies (key words
demography, power, social, democracy) are estimated way too low.

All of these studies were coded in Nvivo-software based on a common coding
scheme to ensure transparency in analysis and inter-coder reliability. This coding
effort then provided the basis for the conclusions and the main insights of the study
that will be summarized in this article. The extended coding scheme as well as the
raw data results may be found in Annex B.

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UKRAINE’S FUTURES:
WHAT MIGHT CHANGE?

The first topic we analyzed represents the aspects (which we call ‘parameters’)
of Ukraine that these studies see as possibly changing in the future in 4 key areas:
the economy, polity and society, as well as in foreign and security policy°. The visual
explanation highlighting the weight of parameter sphere in the entire foresight
pool (the size of the rectangle), as well as the importance of sub-categories and
certain parameter values is represented in the Figure 4 (page 40).

The majority of the foresights both in Ukrainian/Russian and English language
domain focus on economic parameters in general and development by sector in
particular. According to these studies, agriculture is the primary sector that will
experience development in the future. Other sectors including infrastructure,
industry, services, tourism, and construction are comparatively less mentioned and
receive relatively equal attention.

Both Ukrainian/Russian and English foresight studies expect growth of
Ukrainian economy. However, the majority of the studies state that this growth
will be slow, while only Ukrainian foresights consider booming growth. However, it
is important to note that none of the experts expects stagnation of the Ukrainian
economy.

The only prospective investment areas that receive significant attention in the
foresight literature are industry and communication. Other sectors are considered
by the experts not to be so attractive for future investments.

Both Ukrainian/Russian and English foresight studies concur that economic
cooperation with the EU is likely to be the dominant vector of Ukraine’s development.
At the same time, according to the English language foresight literature, economic
cooperation with Russia is less likely to be developed in the future.

5 English, Ukrainian and Russian-language studies were coded using a single coding sheme. The results
of coding, in form of charts, representing the number of studies mentioning certain parameter were
later visualised using the Treemap, developed by IBM by the means of Manyeyes on-line service.
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The vast majority of the foresights, mainly in the Ukrainian language domain,
foresee booming technological development of Ukraine in the future. Only one
foresight mentions the stagnation of the Ukrainian technological sphere. At the
same time, generally, the issue of technological development is not widely covered
in the foresights.
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According to these studies, the major environmental issue for Ukraine will
be connected to primary energy sources. Experts consider alternative energy as the
most promising one, although the development of traditional sources including
nuclear are also often mentioned along with energy saving technologies. A few

Ukrainian/Russian foresights expect substantial growth of energy consumption in
Ukraine.

Water resources and fresh water supply in Ukraine are basically ignored by the
foresight community. Only one study mentions the growing probability of floods in
the future and deterioration of water resources.
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Foreign affairs and security issues are not mentioned very frequently in
the scenarios of the Ukrainian future. Basically prospects of cooperation and
membership in security and defense structures are two main issues covered by
the foresight literature. Energy transit role, energy security, military strength, and
security threats received far less attention from both Ukrainian/Russian and English
foresight community.

As with the aforementioned economic cooperation, the majority of the
authors talk about more cooperation with the EU. Other options including stronger
cooperation with Russia, the USA or isolation received less attention. These foresight
studies see Ukraine as less likely to join either CSTO or NATO and most likely to stay
neutral. Equal numbers of Ukrainian/Russian and English language foresights agree
on this point.

No particular security threat can be derived from the foresights’ analysis. Only
a few foresights mention external terror, military conflict, political and societal
crises as potential security threats that will affect Ukraine in the future.

According to the foresight literature, political development is very likely
to change the future of Ukraine. The majority of the foresights state that the
destabilization of national sovereignty could bring Ukraine to the collapse of
independence and the country could become a part of either some union or another
state.

Expert views on the future political situation are diametrally opposed. Half
of the foresights expect stable political development, while another half foresees
stagnation. None of the authors emphasize deterioration. This situation shows that
the future political situation is quite unclear.

The majority of these foresights see Ukraine experiencing further democratic
development in the future. Centralization of power and development of the extremes
are seen as less likely, though a few foresights do mention these as possibilities.

In general, social development receives considerably less attention of
the foresight community. Civil society, social stratification and labor issues are
practically ignored by the experts. The majority of the foresights focus on the
demographic situation and particularly its deterioration. Ukraine is very likely to
face population decrease, ageing, and increased dependency ratio in the nearest
future. Other associated factors will also include labor force decrease and increased
immigrants’ inflow.
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UKRAINE’S FUTURES:
DRIVERS

The second big question we asked concerns the main triggers (‘drivers’) of
future change. These forces were categorized into Global (global economic crisis,
globalization), External (EU influence, Russian influence, NATO’s influence, or
the possibility of a military conflict at Ukrainian border), Internal (corruption,
disproportional economic development, discrepancy between Eastern and Western
parts of the country, human capital, will of political elite to lead the country in the
certain direction, social polarization, and need or possibility of structural reforms)
and Psychological (cultural diversity, legacy of the previous regime, mentality of
Ukrainians). The visualization of the Drivers is presented in the Figure 5 (page 44).

The graph clearly demonstrates the prevalence of the external factors, namely
the influence of the EU and Russian influence that will most likely influence the
future developments in Ukraine. The role of political elites, an internal factor, in
defining future of the country is also remarkable. At the same time psychological
drivers, like mentality or legacy of previous regime, stopped playing an important
role in determining future developments, which diminishes the role of ‘path
dependency’ theory. The detailed analysis of critical trends is provided below.

The majority of foresight studies in both English and Ukrainian consider
external drivers as the main factor that will influence the future of Ukraine. Out
of five options, the main attention of the foresight literature is focused on the two
drivers: Russian and EU influences. Both receive approximately equal attention.
According to the foresight literature, NATO influence and military conflict are much
less likely to impact the future of Ukraine. It should be also noted that only one
quarter of the foresights covering external drivers were represented by Ukrainian/
Russian language domains. Consequently, Ukrainian/Russian foresight literature is
less likely to consider external factors as the main drivers of the Ukrainian future.

According to the foresight literature, globalization and the global financial
crisis will to equal extend affect the future life and policy of Ukraine. English
language domain studies generally ignore global drivers. Thus, only two out of
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Drivers of Future Changes
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thirty two English foresights touch upon global drivers. In general, global drivers
gain minor attention in the foresight literature of both language domains.

Both Ukrainian/Russian and English foresight studies pay considerable
attention to internal drivers. According to them, the will of the political elite and
structural reforms will become the main driver for the future processes in Ukraine.
Human capital and social polarization receive less coverage while the influence of
corruption, disproportional economic development and division between Eastern
and Western parts are considered as insignificant.

As stems from the foresight literature, psychological drivers have minor
influence on the future of Ukraine. According to the very few foresights which do
touch upon this driver, the legacy of the previous political system is considered to be
the main psychological driver. Cultural diversity and mentality are addressed only
by a couple of Ukrainian/Russian foresights.
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In the coding process we also paid special attention to separate pieces of text
containing specific actors, their possible future actions and the consequences of
these action (‘Scenarios’) in Nvivo software. Different scenario-related texts were
afterwards merged together and visualized using IBM software ‘Many Eyes’ in order
to extract frequently mentioned tendencies.

English and Ukrainian/Russian texts were analyzed separately, as they reflect
the viewpoint of different schools of researchers. Russian and Ukrainian texts were
translated in English as well and analyzed jointly, as they reflect the foresight
analysis of Ukrainian authors mostly. The visualization of scenarios is placed in the
Figures below. The size of a word is proportional to the quantity associated with that
word, which, in the case of free text, is the word count.

English-language scenarios concentrate mainly on Ukrainian future foreign
policy developments. They cover mostly short-term trends, attempting to develop
the consequences of the present governmental policies. The analysis of the scenarios’
text is provided at the Figure 6 below.

Authors touch upon current foreign policy trends and analyze mostly short and
medium term consequences. Due to this “Yanukovych” was so frequently mentioned
in the studies, as in 2010 (when most of the foresights were issued) his foreign policy
agenda was a primary issue for discussion in Western expert community.

Authors mostly connect Ukraine’s future with Russia, expanding further the
topic of the Kharkiv agreements, signed in 2010, and the prolongation of Russian
Federation’s Black Sea Fleet stay until 2047. “Although critics of Yanukovych’s
agreement to extend the Black Sea Fleet’s base in Sevastopol for 30 years accuse him of
selling out to Russian President Dmitry Medvedev, the short-term reality is that the fleet
would have stayed in the Crimea until 2017 anyway. The long-term prospects, however,
are different. The continued presence of the fleet until 2047—in conjunction with
Yanukovych’s apparent desire to forge the closest possible economic, cultural, political,

and military ties with Russia—will draw Ukraine into Russia’s sphere of influence and
could then, in a process of creeping re-imperialization, transform Ukraine into a Russian
protectorate”.®

Another important issue is the declared direction of non-alignment, often
perceived as neutrality. Scenarios perceive this policy trend as something temporary
and dependent on political context to a great extent. “Meanwhile, even experts who
defend the idea of neutrality do not rule out that, in the future, Ukraine might have to
give up such status”.”

Ukrainian foresights also draw various scenarios regarding the future
development of the state. These concentrate on different spheres on economic
and political tendencies, and also questions of statehood. The general picture is
illustrated in Figure 7 (page 48).

Ukrainian authors envisage more key actors that will actively contribute in

future scenarios. Among them — EU, Russia and US will play the most important role.
It is worth to mention, that scenarios often take into account the global context that

highlights the dependency of Ukraine on the global economic and political trends
(“global”, “financial crisis”, “world”). This explains to a great extent the presence of
China, an emerging world leader, that will economically and politically, directly and
indirectly influence the country.

Scenarios vary in their assessment of the future well-being of Ukraine. The
options vary from structured economy, good positioning on international arena
and prosperity (“growth”, “increase”) to international isolation or even complete
collapse of independence:

“The following vision of the future was formed: developed region with a high
standard of living in which each person feels secure and fully confident in the future of
their children have free access to all social benefits and cultural heritage of the people”.®

“The period of 2009-2012 for Ukraine will reflect the post-crisis recovery of financial
and economic systems, and the period 2013-2020 will be an important step in the
restructuring and consolidation of positive trends in economic and social development”.’

Foreign policy directions, mentioned by foresight authors can be characterized
as East (Russia and China, Eurasia'!) and West (EU, USA). Some also mention Black
Sea Union'?, and Eastern European confederation'® as potential partners.

Time estimates is another important thing to mention. As one can see in the
Figure above most foresights draw short and medium-term scenarios (until 2015
and 2017).

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CONCLUSIONS

The set of foresights that were collected for this project clearly indicates that
many future Ukraines are conceivable. Both on the parameters and the drivers we
notice a fairly broad range of views on what the future might hold. Our results,
moreover, highlight the dependency of Ukraine’s domestic situation on global
processes and developments happening in truly complex and uncertain world. But
we still want to tease out a few of the more dominant views about the future of
Ukraine as they emerge from this study.

The general tendencies drawn out of the executed analysis suggest that
Ukraine in the nearest decade will be an agricultural state, with a growing economy,
and modernized industry and communications. European integration, supported by
strong economic cooperation ties with the EU will become a key framing force of
internal developments. At the same time Ukraine will most likely be neutral and stay
out of military and political alliances — both NATO and CSTO. These changes are
very much in line with the general global economic and demographic developments.
However political elites and various external influences will continue to play the
decisive role in shaping the country’s future, which questions the predictability of
future development directions.
